Purchase the Home Study Course 

for the Oregon Construction 
Contractors License  

Fill out the Student Registration 
Form and e-mail it back to OR 
Contractor Training Resources 

Study the OR Construction 
Contractor’s Reference Manual 
and associated study materials 
for a minimum of 16 hours and 
fill out your Study Log as you go 

to keep track of your hours of 
study 

OR Contractor Training Resources will 
send you an e-mail with your receipt 
and a Student Registration Form as 

soon as we are notified that you have 
purchased the course 

Read the PSI 
Candidate Info 

Bulletin that is on 
your USB Flash Drive 
or CD. This is VERY 

IMPORTANT! 

Contact OR

know that your Study 
Log has been mailed 

Sign and date your Study 
Log and send it to OR 
Contractor Training 

Resources in the 
stamped/ pre-addressed

Contact PSI Testing Services either 
by phone or on their website to 

register yourself to take the exam 
and pay them $106.00 

PSI Testing Services will 
download your information 

from the CCB student database 
to their database within 5 days  

Once your Study Log has been received, OR 
Contractor Training Resources will register you 

with the OR Construction Contractors Board (CCB) 
and send you a Completed Log Acknowledgement 

by e-mail showing your registration information as 
you have been recorded with the CCB 

Fill out the CCB application for your 
contractor’s license and send it, or take it, to 
the CCB office along with all other required 

license application materials 

Acquire Bonding and Insurance for 
the contractor license category that 

you have chosen 

Take the OR Construction 
Contractors License exam and pass 

with flying colors! 
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
